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CIRCULAR NO.48

In view of the prevailing situation of COVID-19 across the world and in
Maharashtra and based on the Lock Down declared by the Government, certain
directives were already given to all factories coming under the purview of Factories
Act, 1948 and The Maharashtra Factories Rules, 1963. Now considering the situation
of toxic gas release from a factory namely M/s. L.G. Polymers, situated at Vizag
Andhra Pradesh, the following points shall be taken care by factories closed in
lockdown period and while restarting of chemical plants/process plants or as a general
start up precautions for all factories after prolonged closure, especially in the present
lock down scenario.

L Safety Instructions For Closed Factories :-

1.

In view to secure adequate safety Measures in place appropriate numbers
of trained and competent safety supervisors/workers must remain present
in Chemical Factories.

Regular safety inspections of all storage tanks and vessels of Toxic,
Inflammable, Explosive chemicals shall be carried out.

Proper functioning of cooling system ,agitation and pressure relief
systems shall be ensured .

Chemicals like Styrene which goes on polymerisation on prolonged
storage shall be added with required quantity of Inhibitors on regular
intervals.

Firefighting systems, Emergency utility  systems like chilling,
refrigeration and cooling systems shall be maintained in good condition.

II.  Safety Instructions Before Start-up of Chemical Factories :-
